REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 3, 2017
5:00 P.M.
A regular meeting of the North Wildwood City Council was held in the evening of the above date in the City Hall.   The President of Council pro tempore stated, “The meeting is now open.   Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided by posting a copy of the revised notice of the time and place of this meeting on the City Clerk’s bulletin board and by mailing a copy of the same to The Herald, The Press and Wildwood Leader on January 4, 2017.”

ROLL CALL: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council pro tempore Kellyann Tolomeo, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop and David Del Conte.  President of Council Salvatore Zampirri and Councilpersons James Kane and Joseph Rullo were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Joseph Byrne of BG Capital is present to share with Council the proposed plans for the redevelopment of Seaport Pier.  The area was declared to be in need of redevelopment ten or more years ago.  The City has sought a redeveloper since that time.  BG Capital’s plans for redevelopment will shortly be presented to the Planning Board.  

JOSEPH BYRNE passed out plans and photos to Mayor and Council.  Byrne stated that his firm has been researching the highest and best use for Seaport Pier.  The plans call for a restaurant, coffee shop, a swim club and a concert area on the east end of the pier.  A partnership has been formed with a national entertainment company to provide concerts.  The western part of the pier will have a full-service restaurant with a liquor license.  The pier currently is about 55,000 square feet; the plan is to add another 10,000. This will be a big tourist destination and will provide numerous jobs.  A resort-style pool is needed in this area for families to enjoy the sunshine and a meal at the restaurant. The pool will be located so as to not touch any of the sand dunes.  Application has been made for CAFRA permits.  The poll will be located on the south side of the pier because of the dune and access road on the north side.  There will be seasonal and daily rates for use of the pool with food service close by.  Work under the existing pier is not anticipated but there will of course be work necessary to construct the pool area.  The application to the Planning Board is being finalized at present.  If CAFRA permits are received by January 1 the pool could be in place by May 15.  The construction company is familiar with the CAFRA process, having recently done projects in Seaside Heights.  The coffee shop is planned to be part of the restaurant.  A national company (Green Eggs Café) will provide breakfast service, with grab-n-go meals, lunches to take to the beach, etc.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Green Eggs Café served breakfast at Keenan’s this summer and was very successful.  They have 4 locations in Philadelphia and are planning more in other states.  The pier will be providing amenities like a shore resort hotel.

JOSEPH BYRNE stated that a fitness company from Cape May is planning to hold yoga/boot camp classes in the mornings in the pool area.  There will be a lot of traffic on the Boardwalk for the classes, breakfast, pool, etc.  BG Capital sees a demand for such amenities in this area, specifically the pool setting with food service.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that this is a lot for Council to take in all at once but we support the concept and will review the plans.

MAYOR ROSENELLO asked if the Pier would be available for year-round use.

JOSEPH BYRNE stated that the buildings will be heated and insulated for year-round use.  The doors will be hurricane rated and provide much natural light.

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP asked if alcoholic beverages will be served in the pool area.
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JOSEPH BYRNE stated that BG Capital is in the process of purchasing the old Woody’s liquor license.  Alcohol is a must for big-name concerts and events.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that there are certain restrictions in our local ABC ordinances; the Pier will be required to have an alcoholic beverage management plan.  The next step now is to appear before the Planning Board.
