10:00 A.M.
A regular meeting of the North Wildwood City Council was held in the morning of the above date in the City Hall.   The President of Council stated, “The meeting is now open.   Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided by posting a copy of the revised notice of the time and place of this meeting on the City Clerk’s bulletin board and by mailing a copy of the same to The Herald, The Press and Wildwood Leader on January 3, 2018.”

ROLL CALL: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo and James Kane.  Councilmen David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that representatives from the Volunteers Fire Companies will now sign the Memorandum of Understanding, required by Ordinance #1728, authorizing recruiting/retention stipend incentives in the City.  Frank Nolan of Anglesea Fire Company and Bob Davis of North Wildwood Fire Company will sign the Memorandum (along with the Mayor).  Public Safety is paramount for our residents and visitors and strengthening our Volunteer Companies will help make the City safer now and in the future.  

Nolan, Davis and Mayor Rosenello signed the Memorandum and pictures were taken.  (The Memorandum will become effective upon adoption of the appropriate resolution at the February 6 Council Meeting.)
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that two Firefighters were appointed at the December 5 Council Meeting and will now be sworn in to perform their duties.  Craig Thompson and Vince Mascio have both been volunteer firefighters and have worked part-time in the City’s paid Fire Dept.

Craig Thompson and Vince Mascio were sworn in by the City Clerk.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that to ensure continuity in the Police Department, Captain Kevin Tolan will be appointed as Deputy Police Chief.  Tolan has served in the North Wildwood Police Department up through the ranks, has served in the United States Marine Corps, and is the son-in-law of former Chief Tony Sittineri.
