LOYALTY DAY CEREMONY:

VFW #5941 Commander Joe Orlando stated that May 1 is celebrated annually as Loyalty Day, to reaffirm our allegiance to our nation.  Loyalty Day was created by an act of Congress in 1958 in an effort to counteract Communism during the Cold War.  The City of North Wildwood has always been supportive of the VFW and its activities.  Mr. Orlando read the following statement:

Loyalty Day, originally known as "Americanization Day" in 1921 and enacted into public law by Congress in 1958, celebrates the legacy of freedom and the shared ideals that bind our great nation together. While initially established to offset the May 1 celebrations of the Communist party in the United States, Loyalty Day has endured as a permanent fixture on America's calendar.
Even as the Communist threat has greatly diminished over the years, Loyalty Day remains a day worth recognizing. Today, the holiday continues to reiterate the American principles of freedom and democracy.
Woodrow Wilson once said, "America was established not to create wealth but to realize a vision, to realize an ideal – to discover and maintain liberty among men."
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Today as we celebrate our loyalty to our great nation, we must keep in the forefront of our minds the most honorable and courageous Americans ... those who have fought, and who continue to fight today to maintain our independence and way of life. It is essential to the American way that it remains our top priority to distinguish all of our service members who sacrifice so much to protect our democracy and self-governed values, and the very ideals upon which this nation was founded.
Although recent wars have ended and the number of troops deploying continues to dwindle, we must not forget that sacrifices will continue to be demanded of our military as they fight and protect us against the new and ever­ changing evils of today. If we are to safeguard and preserve our freedom, ideas and the values upon which our nation was founded, we will continue to depend on those courageous enough to fight for them.
It is our duty and responsibility to ensure comfort and support is given to those who give so much of themselves to keep us safe. It's our obligation to fully demonstrate our commitment to them and to prove that America stands behind them, eternally indebted to them for their service. It is the least we can do.
America's history has been built by generations of citizens who have endured many struggles to sustain our freedom and to uphold the guiding values of which our founding fathers fought so fiercely. And in our great nation, a place where human dignity is treasured above all, American ideals continue to allow for growth, distinction and an opportunity for success.

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COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that the Fire and Police Depts. did a great job with the recent fire on W. 16th Avenue.  They followed well-orchestrated procedures and got control of the blaze quickly.
CITY CLERK JETT stated that Anglesea Day will be held on Friday, June 1 at 10am at the Lighthouse.  The full moon climbs have been well attended.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Joe Byrne hopes to open the Seaport Pier by the first week in June.  All but one or two blocks of the on-going street construction will have a base coat by Memorial Day.  The beach sand back pass project has begun; more than 45,000 cubic yards of sand were moved in the first week.  There has been some natural buildup of the beach around 4th Avenue.  The current plan is to transport the sand from Wildwood to the vicinity of 5th Avenue.  The seawall extension is in the planning/design process.  We do not have designated bathing and surfing beaches yet as the beach continues to change.    
PUBLIC:  Josie Gorman, 217 E. 1st Avenue, stated that the area behind her house, near the Lighthouse property, looks like a jungle and is getting worse.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that City workers can help cleaning out debris and the overgrown areas, but any alterations of the trees, etc. would need approval from NJDEP.
