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ORDINANCES:     

ORDINANCE NO. 1771 - On a motion by Rullo, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1771 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1771 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Providing For Various Capital Improvements In And By The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $9,000,000 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $8,550,000 Bonds Or Notes Of The City To Finance Part Of The Cost Thereof“.    

This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1771 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that this bond ordinance will provide funding for drainage improvements on the west side, some street and bulkhead repairs, seawall repairs, beach sand back pass projects, a new Beach Patrol Headquarters, and Buildings, Parks & Grounds improvements.  The City has also received a $400,000 grant from the State Department of Community Affairs for Lou Booth Amphitheater ADA improvements.  The City’s recent refinancing of USDA bonds will result in savings of almost $500,000 over the next 30 years.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked if the new Load-and-Pack for Public Works will replace the current Load-and-Pack.  It is only a few years old.

SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC WORKS DOUG NORDBERG stated that recent State-mandated recycling regulations require another Load-and-Pack on the street.  The current one is still functioning but another is needed.

On a motion by Tolomeo, seconded by Kane, that Ordinance No. 1771 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1771 duly adopted.

ORDINANCE NO. 1772 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, that Ordinance No. 1772 be placed on its first reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1772 by its title, known as “An Ordinance Amending Ordinance 1489, As Amended And As Codified In Chapter 382, Streets And Sidewalks, Article V, Street Openings, Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood“.
