Memorial – Robert McCullion

WHEREAS, the citizens of the City of North Wildwood were saddened by the recent death of longtime North Wildwood Councilman Robert L. McCullion, who passed away on February 22, 2019 at the age of 84; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCullion was born in Philadelphia on September 2, 1934 but spent the majority of his life in North Wildwood; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCullion served his country in the United States Army and the New Jersey National Guard, and was a volunteer with the Anglesea Fire Company for 60 years, joining the company in 1959; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCullion served his community as a member of North Wildwood City Council for 24 years, with 9 years as President of Council, and served on the North Wildwood Planning Board for 28 years; and

WHEREAS, in the history of North Wildwood, only two individuals have ever served longer on City Council than Robert McCullion; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCullion was a member of the North Wildwood Methodist Church, the Elks and Moose Lodges, the North Wildwood Republican Club and the Antique Car Club of America; and

WHEREAS, thousands of residents and homeowners on Five Mile Beach have benefited from Mr. McCullion’s expertise in appliance repair, which he did through his own business after his retirement from a 27-year career at Sears; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCullion is survived by Diane, his wife of 38 years, his son Robert, stepchildren David and Suzanne, four grandchildren and four great-grandchildren.  He has been reunited with his daughter Linda.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the City of North Wildwood, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, hereby express the City’s deepest sympathy to the family of Robert L. McCullion.
