ORDINANCE NO. 1786 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that Ordinance No. 1786 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1786 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending And Supplementing Chapter 418 Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood Pertaining To No Parking Zones“.    

This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that a for number of years the taxi situation in the Entertainment District was out of control, with picking up and dropping off in traffic, double parking problems, etc.  The City then established designated taxi stands, which have worked out perfectly in the ensuing years.  However, a different situation now exists with Uber and Lyft drivers picking up and dropping off all night long in front of the bars and restaurants.  This year a restriction was implemented to prohibit parking on Olde New Jersey Avenue, between 1st Avenue and Spruce Avenue, on Friday and Saturday nights from 6:00 pm to 6:00 am.  After consultation with the Police Chief and the business owners, a determination was made that the 6:00 pm time was too early and this ordinance was prepared so as to have the parking restriction run from 9:00 pm on Friday night until 6:00 am Saturday morning, and from 9:00 pm Saturday night until 6:00 am Sunday morning.  The ordinance could be amended in the future if changes are necessary.    

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1786 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Kane, that Ordinance No. 1786 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1786 duly adopted.
