NJ DIVISION OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT SERVICES – CY2019 BEST PRACTICES INVENTORY QUESTIONNAIRE:  City Clerk Jett stated that the City has provided sufficient correct responses on this State-wide questionnaire to maintain the highest level of State Aid available.  The questionnaire this year has been modified and supplemented with additional questions regarding practices and procedures carried out by the City to ensure fiscal responsibility and compliance with State statutes.  The CFO and City Clerk have reviewed the City’s responses to the questionnaire.  
On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Rullo, that the above CY2019 Best Practices Questionnaire be accepted, received and filed with the State of New Jersey by the CFO and the City Clerk as required by law.  Carried.

ORDINANCES:     

ORDINANCE NO. 1790 – City Clerk Jett stated that since the introduction of Ordinance 1790 on September 17, 2019, consultation with the Fire Chief and City Solicitor has revealed that a section in the ordinance needs to be supplemented, which will require postponement of the public hearing which was scheduled for this morning.  The Fire Chief and City Solicitor have recommended that the following language be added to Section One, Paragraph Q of the ordinance:  “When the activities enumerated in this paragraph are permitted (the months of October through April, inclusive), all persons or organizations undertaking such activities shall obtain the appropriate permit from the North Wildwood Fire Department.”
On a motion by Kane, seconded by Rullo, that Ordinance No. 1790, known as “An Ordinance Amending And Supplementing Chapter 138, Beaches, Concerning Beach Rules And Regulations” be amended to include the changes as recommended by the Fire Chief and City Solicitor and as outlined by the City Clerk and advertised according to law, with a new public hearing scheduled for November 6, 2019 at 5:00 PM.  Carried.
ORDINANCE NO. 1791 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No. 1791 be placed on its first reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1791 by its title, known as “An Ordinance Amending Chapter 114, Alcoholic Beverages, Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood“.

Authorizing Emergency Bulkhead Construction On The Beach Front Between 7th And 10th Avenues
The above resolution was offered by Rullo, seconded by Tolomeo, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the resolution duly adopted.  Mayor Rosenello stated that the beach is in very poor condition right now, with the dune having been obliterated all the way from the north end to 15th Avenue.  The emergency bulkhead already built only extends to 7th Avenue.  We will need to extend that bulkhead to at least 10th Avenue and maybe longer in the future to protect infrastructure, the bike path and John F. Kennedy Beach Drive.  The beach crossovers will be either ramps or steps next summer.  The US Fish & Wildlife rules currently prohibiting the use of Federal funds for the removal of sand from Hereford Inlet affect North Wildwood, Stone Harbor and Avalon.  The Inlet is an approved borrow site for sand but the Fish & Wildlife rules are arbitrary and frankly, ridiculous.  Sand can still be borrowed from the Inlet but without Federal funds the Army Corps of Engineers and FEMA cannot use it.  Municipalities, without Federal funds, cannot take on such expense.  Mayor Rosenello, along with Administrator Simone and officials from Stone Harbor and Avalon, will be meeting in Washington, DC next week with the Secretary of the Interior regarding the Fish & Wildlife interpretation of the rules regarding Hereford Inlet.  Congressman Van Drew has set up the appointment.  It is hoped that some satisfaction can be afforded our community (with Stone Harbor and Avalon) to assist the City in providing shore protection for residents and properties.  Even with a favorable change to the interpretation of the rules, it is probable that beach replenishment with sand from Hereford Inlet will not happen in the immediate future, hence the need to extend the emergency bulkhead to at least 10th Avenue at the present time.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if Dr. Stewart Farrell of the Stockton University Coastal Research Center would be accompanying the Mayor to Washington next week.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that he would not, as this is more a political or procedural question than one of current beach conditions.  There is no logical argument for prohibiting the use of Federal funds for the borrowing of sand from Hereford Inlet.  Our only recourse at present is to extend the bulkhead southward from its current terminus at 7th Avenue.
CITY CLERK JETT provided some historical information regarding Ordinance 1790 and also the length – sometimes short – of Council Meetings.
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE congratulated Firefighter Capone and Lt. Madden.  The City’s current Beach Management Plan provides regulations for bird nesting areas on the Inlet beach but no nesting can take place there with the current condition of the beach.
