REGULAR MEETING

A regular meeting of the North Wildwood City Council was held in the evening of the above date in the City Hall.   The President of Council stated, “The meeting is now open.   Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided by posting a copy of the revised notice of the time and place of this meeting on the City Clerk’s bulletin board and by mailing a copy of the same to The Herald, The Press and Wildwood Leader on January 3, 2019.”

ROLL CALL: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, David Del Conte, Kellyann Tolomeo, James Kane and Joseph Rullo.  Also present were City Administrator Ronald Simone, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

MINUTES:   On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Kane, that the minutes of the regular meeting of November 19, 2019 be approved as read.  Carried.

PROCLAMATIONS:

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that on October 2 two North Wildwood Firefighter/EMTs and two paramedics from AtlantiCare, in a demonstration of the efficient partnership between the City and Atlanticare, saved the life of Mr. Ed Kashmere after he suffered a major heart attack.  The Mayor read the following proclamation and presented a copy of each to Firefighters and paramedics:

Whereas, On October 2, 2019 firefighters Maxwell Young and Jon Edwards received a call for a cardiac emergency for Edward Kashmere; after initial assessment it was determined that Mr. Kashmere was going to need the assistance of paramedics, and Nancy Stanton and Jamie King from AtlantiCare met the ambulance; and

Whereas,  Ed Kashmere was having a serious heart attack and the decision was made to transport to AtlantiCare; during the commute while 15 minutes away from AtlantiCare Mr. Kashmere went into V-tach rhythm and needed to be cardioverted; and

Whereas, CPR was started immediately, the ambulance pulled over on the road, while the crew opened the airway for the patient to breathe and shocked him with an AED approximately three times; and
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Whereas, Ed Kashmere was unconscious when the travel to the hospital started again but he had a pulse, the crew transferred Mr. Kashmere to the hospital staff and by the time they were headed out of the building Mr. Kashmere was breathing on his own and was able to give them a thumbs up and weak Thank You.

Now, Therefore, the Mayor and City Council of the City of North Wildwood wish to extend accolades to Maxwell Young, Jon Edwards, Nancy Stanton & Jamie King, for saving Mr. Kashmere’s life!

Mr. Ed Kashmere thanked Mayor and Council and the persons involved in the saving of his life.  The whole community has something to do with incidents like this, from the governing body providing funding for first responders to the EMTs who went through training to help others if difficult circumstances.  The ‘widow-maker’ heart condition only has 1 survivor out of 1,000, so the Kashmere family is very grateful to all who responded so quickly and have helped since the date of the incident.
