The above resolution was offered by Kane, seconded by Bishop, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the resolution duly adopted.  Mayor Rosenello stated that this agreement will allow North Wildwood, Wildwood and Wildwood Crest to apply for a LEAP Challenge Grant for funding to perform a study regarding the consolidation of paid Fire and EMS Services for the island.  North Wildwood and Wildwood have paid Fire and EMS Services and Wildwood Crest only has paid EMS Services.  No volunteer companies would be affected by the study or by any consolidation plans at this point.  The study would not only need to address issues of manpower, equipment, and the like, but would also need to outline the governance or management of such island-wide services.  It is possible that new State legislation may be needed, or current legislation may need to be amended.  The process could take a number of years, but this study will be a good place to start.
