ORDINANCE NO. 1794 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, that Ordinance No. 1794 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.
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The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1794 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending Ordinance 1196, As Presently Codified In Chapter 240, Fire Prevention, Article I, General Provisions, Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1794 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Kane, that Ordinance No. 1794 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1794 duly adopted.

ORDINANCE NO. 1795 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No. 1795 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1795 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending Chapter 360, Sewers, Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1795 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the raising of the base sewer rate in this ordinance does not constitute a 25% sewer rate increase, as has been rumored.  The City’s base sewer rate is lower than Wildwood and Wildwood Crest and this ordinance will bring North Wildwood more in line with those municipalities.  Much of the City’s capital improvement program consists of the reconstruction of streets, and the maintenance of the sanitary sewer system is a large part of that program.  Numerous emergency situations arise when old sanitary sewer lines collapse, causing the need for immediate repair.  These repairs and infrastructure updates have typically been paid for through property tax collections, but it is much fairer to have the sewer repairs paid for through the sewer collections.  In that sense, the sewer rate is in effect a user fee.  High users in the summer, such as motels or apartment complexes, will pay for the increased summer use, while the single-family-homeowner will pay for what he uses, which is normally a fraction of what a motel would pay.  The application of the sewer collections to pay for infrastructure repairs is a fair way to help the City and the residents. 
On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that Ordinance No. 1795 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1795 duly adopted.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMEN KANE and KOEHLER welcomed Daniel Spiegel to his new position with the City. 
CITY CLERK JETT stated that with the President’s Day holiday occurring yesterday, it would be appropriate for all to consider an editorial from the Wildwood Leader, dated February 15, 1945:
The Greatest Two were the Humblest

“Next Thursday we observe the birthday of the father of our country.  Last Monday we observed the birthday of the savior of our country.  That the anniversaries of these greatest two Americans should occur so closely together seems appropriate and somewhat symbolic of how true Americanism brings together men of so widely separated culture and opportunity.  Lincoln, the rough backwoods product of the log cabin, is joined in his American greatness to Washington, the cultured and wealthy aristocrat.  That is symbolic of America.

“Though born and reared in widely different circumstances, these greatest two Americans had much in common.  Theirs were the traits of character which make a man great just because of what he is rather than because of the office or position he may hold.  Physically their only resemblance was that each was more than six feet tall.  In spirit and character they were almost identical.

“They were humble men.  Neither one felt himself entirely equal to the task placed before him.  Neither one felt himself to be, of all men in the country, the one best fitted or the only one able to do the job that was to be done.  Lincoln went to Washington with as many misgivings of his ability as Washington had of his when he traveled to New England to become the Commander-in-Chief in fact of the American Army.

“Nor was this humility of spirit destroyed by their occupancy of the presidential chair. Washington was sincerely indignant when it was suggested that he should be made King instead of President.  He was equally sincere and thoughtful of the nation’s welfare when he refused a third term.
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“Having undertaken the tasks assigned them – Washington to build a nation, Lincoln to save that same nation – these two great men gave themselves wholly and entirely to the cause for which they labored.  Their personal individual ambitions were laid aside.  Everything they had and were was most willingly given to the cause.  It was the country’s cause, and not themselves, that was to them the important thing.  By them the first person singular pronoun was never the most used.

“Washington’s genius as a military leader was great.  He was, if possible, even greater in his ability to bring together into one more or less harmonious whole the many dissenting groups, and to form into one united nation the people his prowess on the battlefield had freed from the mother country.  That task was probably a greater one than that of winning the war.  And Washington did not attempt to perform the task by constantly calling attention to and thereby accentuating the differences between majority and various minority groups.  Nor did he play group against group for his own political advantage.  

“Just as Lincoln was later to see that this country could not exist half-slave and half-free, so Washington saw that this nation could not exist as a nation if its citizens were Virginians, Pennsylvanians, or Jerseymen, or members of any racial, political or religious group first and Americans second.  It was Washington who was the genius and the president of the convention which framed the Constitution uniting the colonies into a nation.  It was during his term of office that the first ten amendments, the Bill of Rights, were added to the Constitution in order to make certain that so long as the Constitution should withstand attacks so long should American citizens enjoy the human rights and freedom purchased with the blood of Washington’s soldiers. 

“Lincoln did and said many things that proved his own greatness, and among them was his reverence for the memory of Washington and respect for Washington’s wisdom.  Said Lincoln:  ‘To add brightness to the sun, or glory to the name of Washington, is alike impossible.  Let none attempt it.  In solemn awe pronounce the name, and in its deathless splendor leave it shining on.’”
