RESOLUTION

DESIGNATING AREAS OF THE NORTH WILDWOOD BEACH
SUBJECT TO PROTECTION BY THE NORTH WILDWOOD BEACH PATROL
FOR THE 2020 SUMMER SEASON

WHEREAS, Ordinance #1386, which is codified in the Code of the City of North
Wildwood at §138-31A provides that every year City Council, by way of Resolution approved
by the Mayor, shall designate those areas of beach, as defined by §138-1, which shall be subject
to protection by the North Wildwood Beach Patrol; and

WHEREAS, the Chief of North Wildwood Beach Patrol has made written

recommendations as to which beaches should be subject to protection by the North Wildwood
Beach Patrol; and

WHEREAS, the recommendations of the Beach Patrol Chief have been duly considered
as have other factors such as, but not limited to, staffing levels for the 2020 summer season; and

WHEREAS, the Members of Council have made personal observations of presently
existing conditions of the North Wildwood Beach and are familiar with conditions as have
existed during recent years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of Council of the City of
North Wildwood, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. All of the allegations of the preamble are incorporated herein by this reference
thereto as though the same were set forth at length.
2. Pursuant to §138-31A of the Code of the City of North Wildwood, the following
areas of the North Wildwood Beach be and hereby are designated for the 2020
Summer season as those areas of beach which are subject to protection by the
North Wildwood Beach Patrol:
e South Beach: 255 Avenue; 24% Avenue, 22™ Avenue; 19" Avenue
e Central Beach; 18" Avenue; 16M Avenue; 15t Avenue; 14t Avenue;
12" Avenue; 11" Avenue
e North Beach: 9® Avenue; gt Avenue; 7 Avenue; 6" Avenue; 5" Avenue
Inlet Beach: 2™ Avenue & John F. Kennedy Beach Drive; 2™ Avenue and
Ocean Avenue; 1% Avenue & Surf Avenue
Lifeguards on duty from 10:00 AM to 5:30 PM — Weather Permitting
4. Surfing shall be permitted in areas specifically designated by the North Wildwood
Beach Patrol Chief or his designee as conditions warrant or otherwise Permit.
Said surfing area will be clearly designated by flags/banners.
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5. Fishing will be permitted on any unprotected beach during the hours that said
beach is open.
6. Due to possible changes in the beach conditions, Council may amend the

regulations enumerated herein by subsequent resolution.
