COUNCIL:

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the beach project is ongoing but the weather has not cooperated much.  Sand will be moved this week and next, with no trucks on the beach after that.  The Inlet beach is big this year so some people have moved there.  Seawall repairs continue in Anglesea, where a portion of the wall collapsed recently.  Outdoor dining began yesterday; consumption of alcoholic beverages in the public right-of-way is no longer permitted.  The 22nd Avenue base coat is done, construction of the Boardwalk stairs will begin today, and line-striping in the street will follow.  Bicycle hours on the Boardwalk will be extended to 1:00 pm.
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the seawall repair staging area is on Anglesea Drive but construction during the summer will be performed from a barge in Hereford Inlet.
PUBLIC:  
LANCE MILLER, 451 E. 24th Avenue, expressed his concern over the recent NJDEP violations filed against the City of North Wildwood.  The work noted has occurred over an extended period of time.  Who decided to remove the dunes on the beach?

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Mother Nature had a lot to do with it.  The dunes have been eroding at an alarming rate for a few years heading south from 3rd Avenue.  By 2018 they were gone back to 7th Avenue and by 2019 back to 12th Avenue.  Thus, the City originally extended the seawall, and then built an emergency bulkhead back to 12th Avenue.  The ocean continued to undermine the bulkhead and backfill was needed.  The City also placed more sand in front of the bulkhead and on top of the existing dunes.
LANCE MILLER stated that the City’s actions have destroyed the dune system.  The dunes were higher than the bulkhead is now.  What if a storm surge comes onto our beaches – much more damage will be done to the City.  Did anyone check with NJDEP prior to destroying the existing dunes?

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that during an emergency situation the City took action to protect John F. Kennedy Beach Drive and related infrastructure.  Council authorized emergency repairs to be done.  It is common for emergency work to be done and then to apply for NJDEP permits.  Emergency situations would turn into disasters if no work could be done prior to obtaining permits.  

LANCE MILLER stated that months ago the City started extending the bulkhead and destroying the dunes.  If NJDEP assesses penalties or fines for this work the taxpayers will have to foot the bill.  Mayor and Council should resign for what has been done.  Also, the go-cart pier is in deplorable shape and the Code Enforcement office never returns telephone calls.  Additionally, the rinse-off station at 24th Avenue causes ponding on the path and the area gets very slippery.  There have been numerous slips and falls there and soon someone will sue the City.

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that there has been trouble contacting the owner of the go-cart pier, but a contractor has been hired to fix the fencing.

POLICE CHIEF GALLAGHER stated that notice was given to the owner regarding the fencing and the repairs will be made.

LANCE MILLER stated that more than the fencing needs repair; the boards are also in bad shape.

POLICE CHIEF GALLAGHER asked Mr. Miller to call him after the meeting to discuss the situation.
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ED ZALOGA, 129 E. 3rd Avenue, stated that cars speeding on the side streets are getting worse and worse.  There are children in these areas and it is very dangerous.  Can the City install portable speed bumps?  The cars come in on NJ Rte. 147 very fast and they do not slow down.  
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a number of years ago NJDOT ruled out the use of speed bumps.
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that just last year the City attempted to have the speed limit on NJ Rte. 147 reduced to 30 MPH from the bridge eastward but NJDOT did not agree.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that the City asked for the speed to be reduced to 30 MPH, but NJDOT would only reduce to 40 MPH.  The 40 MPH limit can only be enforced after NJDOT installs the appropriate signage and that installation has never occurred.

DEB MOORE, 101 E. Spruce Avenue, stated that the Flags of Liberty events have been successful.  There are 50% more flags on the wall this year.  The large Inlet beach helps, and numerous visitors are participating from other states.
ADJOURNMENT:

On a motion by Rullo, seconded by Bishop, that there being no further business before Council, we do now adjourn.  Carried.  10:38 AM.
