COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO wished all a Happy New Year and congratulated Councilman Del Conte on his reelection, Council President Zampirri on his election as President of Council, and Michael Donohue on his appointment as the new City Solicitor.

COUNCILMAN RULLO wished all a Happy New Year and congratulated Councilman Del Conte, Councilwoman Tolomeo and new Solicitor Donohue.

COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE expressed regards for new Solicitor Donohue.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP congratulated all and welcomed Solicitor Donohue.
ENGINEER PETRELLA congratulated Councilmembers Del Conte and Tolomeo on their reelections.
SOLICITOR DONOHUE thanked all for their kind remarks and looks forward to working with the City.
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE wished all a Happy New Year and congratulated all who were appointed today.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City Council has been an extremely important partner during the difficult year of 2020.  Many improvisations in City procedures, both internal and external, were needed and Council stepped up and did what was necessary.  All of the City Department Heads did a great job in making adjustments to the COVID-19 regulations.  North Wildwood is very fortunate to have such dedicated public servants.  Residents and visitors seemed to work together and gracefully reacted to the virus provisions.  Welcome to Judge Donohue as our new City Solicitor.  It is rare that a municipality has such vast experience in the Solicitor position as North Wildwood has had and now will continue to have.  The City is working on various issues with NJDEP and the Army Corps of Engineers.  Seawall repairs are ongoing behind Marina Court.  The City will begin moving 300,000 cubic yards of sand shortly.  The seawall will be extended from 3rd to 7th Avenue.  The Anglesea pump station project should begin this year.  The City partners with NJDEP and the Army Corps on these projects and all are focused on what needs to be done to protect the City’s residents and properties.  If the City had not installed the new bulkheads on John F. Kennedy Beach Drive recently, that street would have washed away along with numerous adjacent properties.  This is a barrier island and money must be spent to protect our infrastructure, etc.  The City’s multi-year capital plan includes a bike path connector to the Boardwalk in the future; also, renovations to the Beach Patrol HQ, a phased Boardwalk reconstruction (application for funding has been made through the USEDA), a gateway project near Veteran’s Park, and renovations to the Lou Booth Amphitheater.  Various street/road projects are underway or in the planning phase.  We will continue to maintain a high quality of life in North Wildwood, which still has the lowest average tax bill of any coastal community in the State of New Jersey.  It is necessary to spend money on shore protection measures but if all goes according to plan the City will one day be the best protected community on the New Jersey coast.
