COUNCIL:

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the beach sand back pass project with Wildwood should begin later this week.
PUBLIC:  
NELSON DICE, 1145 Central Avenue, Ocean City, stated that Council should be aware that the municipal prosecutor did not have the authority to prosecute or sentence in the case regarding his arrest in Ocean City.  The Methodist Church there resisted his efforts to worship according to the rights guaranteed by the Constitution.  The accusation of trespassing, which resulted in subsequent removal from the Church grounds, resulted in a guilty verdict and sentencing by the North Wildwood judge.  City officials in Ocean City and North Wildwood have not taken the proper oaths as required by State law and the Constitution.  The arrest warrant was illegal.  As the arrest was illegal, the jail stay was voluntary.   The resolution appointing the prosecutor was signed by the Mayor and therefore the Mayor is guilty of not upholding the laws; specifically, by not having the prosecutor take the proper oath of office.  The situation must be corrected for the City to be compliant with the law.  This has been a law since 1776.  Criminal charges will be brought against the Mayor and City officials if this situation is not corrected.  The prosecutor must have the proper credentials to work for the City.
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MAYOR ROSENELLO asked the City Clerk to address the situation by recounting conversations that he has had with the prosecutor and the former/current Solicitors regarding this matter, and to obtain written statements from said officials. 

CITY CLERK JETT stated that due to the pending lawsuit instituted by Nelson Dice against the City, the City Solicitor should address the matter at present.

SOLICITOR DONOHUE stated that, based on conversations with the City Clerk, he has reviewed the issue and has not found any specific language regarding an oath to be taken by a municipal prosecutor each year of his appointment.  There is general language regarding oaths of allegiance.  Any attorney practicing in the State of New Jersey takes an oath, and judges have accepted the argument that attorneys need not be sworn in Court as they have already taken an oath.  Since Judge Belasco, the presiding judge of the Cape May/Atlantic Counties vicinage is involved in this case, inquiry will be made into alternate vicinages to ascertain practices in other counties and municipalities.
NELSON DICE, 1145 Central Avenue, Ocean City, stated that NJSA 41:1-2 states that the municipal prosecutor must take an oath of office.  The Constitution guarantees the right and privilege to worship and his rights have been violated.

GERALD CURRAN, 7023 Hegerman Street, Philadelphia, stated that he is the purchaser of the liquor license previously issued to the Establishment at 100, Inc.  He has been involved in restaurants and bars for most of his life.  Currans North Wildwood will specialize in good food and a family atmosphere.  Curran thanked Mayor and Council for approving the Person-to-Person transfer and stated that he hopes be open for Memorial Day weekend.
