COUNCIL:

CITY CLERK JETT stated that Governor Murphy signed into law a few weeks ago Senate Bill No. 3340, which broadened guidelines for outdoor dining and also extended the temporary COVID-19 expansion permits for alcoholic beverage license holders until November 30, 2022.  The Governor congratulated municipalities that have been creative in allowing outdoor dining; he could have simply congratulated the City of North Wildwood, since most of the guidelines enumerated in Senate Bill No. 3340 were identical to the guidelines that North Wildwood laid out last spring, in an effort to allow restaurants and bars to stay in business in the face of the State restrictions, and which were subsequently forwarded to the Governor and other shore communities.
PUBLIC:  
NELSON DICE, 1145 Central Avenue, Ocean City, stated that this meeting was well-run and very orderly.  On EWTN radio recently 2 events were noticed; first, a discussion on the importance of the Catholic rosary, and second, a discussion on why miracles, signs and wonders are not really necessary anymore in the Christian world (the opinion of the discussion participants).  For 10 or 15 years Mr. Dice has been helping people believe in miracles and renting to Christian groups.  People come to the shore to relax and they need the word of God to do it.  Methodism was originally a movement of the Holy Spirit to break from the Anglican Church.  The current hierarchy is scared and this is why there was no due process when the illegal arrest already spoken of took place in Ocean City.  Mr. Dice will inherit all of the assets of North Wildwood, Wildwood Crest and Ocean City due to the limitation of authority of municipalities.
