He graduated Cape May County Basic Swat School in 2006, was promoted to Team Leader on the Cape May County SWAT Team in 2014 and retired from the Cape May County SWAT Team in 2020. Sergeant McGraw represents the North Wildwood Police Department at the Cape May 
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County Police Academy as a Firearms Instructor, Physical Fitness Instructor and is also a Defensive Tactics Instructor for the department.
