COUNCIL:

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the beach sand back pass project is ongoing, with sand currently being stockpiled between 7th and 22nd Avenues.
PUBLIC:  
DENNIS STAHL, 429 E. 25th Avenue, Unit 100, asked if the beach project would place additional sand at 25th Avenue, with the answer from Administrator Simone being that the main focus will be between 6th and 15th Avenues, where there currently is no beach.  Stahl asked about the recent marijuana law and its effect on the North Wildwood beach during the summer season.
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SOLICITOR DONOHUE stated that the Police Department can confiscate marijuana and alcohol if the participants are under 18, and can notify parents.  The big challenge for the Police will be actually charging someone; they must witness the infraction (cannot approach based on smell, for example).  Underage possession has always been on the books but now that has been decriminalized for children.  At least the law was recently changed to allow for parental notification.  It is hoped that through education and compliance that there is not a free-for-all of alcohol and marijuana use on the beach or in other public areas.  More public awareness is imperative.
