MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that North Wildwood Firefighter Jonathan Edwards assisted in a life-saving situation at a fire in another municipality, while off-duty.  The following proclamation was read by the Mayor and presented to Firefighter Edwards.
Whereas, On April 31st, 2021 a structure fire occurred in Seville, NJ where a family of five needed assistance from a second floor apartment; and
 

Whereas,  Johnathan Edwards, a North Wildwood Firefighter,  physically caught two of the four children as they jumped for their life from a second story window, and assisted with the other 2 children and mother who were caught by a salvage cover being held by other firefighters; and
 

Whereas, the fire originated underneath the only set of stairs for the apartment; it quickly engulfed the entire staircase, and into the apartment through the open door and into the roof system; and 

 

Whereas, Johnathan Edwards exhibited exemplary bravery and concern for his fellow citizens and who luckily for the family was in the right place at the right time.

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the beach project is ongoing, with stockpiled sand being leveled out.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that Margaret Mace School is one of the few schools in the County to remain open for in-person learning throughout this entire year and the administration should be commended.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the school was actually one of the few in the entire State to stay open.  The beach project should have most of the sand moved into place by Memorial Day but final grading will take place for another week or two after that.  With a calm spring and less-than-expected erosion the available sand will allow the beach to be rebuilt up to 3rd Avenue instead of 5th as previously anticipated.  Last year leveling and grading was not completed until July.
