Authorizing Sale, By Auction On An Online Auction Website, Of Real Properties To Be Identified On Tax Map As Block 185, Lots 14.01 And 14.02, To Be Known As 111-113 And 115-117 W. 5th Avenue, Pursuant To N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(A)
The above resolution was offered by Del Conte, seconded by Tolomeo.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that GovDeals.com can attract a wider range of bidders, but it might be better to have a traditional, in-person public auction so that people familiar with the area can bid.  The minimum bid of $200,000 listed in the resolution seems low.  Perhaps the City should require more than 10% deposit; maybe 20% would be appropriate.  What if the bidder defaults, etc.?  How is that handled with GovDeals as opposed to a traditional public auction?  It would perhaps be prudent to sell one of the lots on GovDeals first to see how it goes, and then decide on the best method to sell the other lot.  If a property is for sale on GovDeals does it appear for sale on Zillow and other real estate websites? 
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that GovDeals attracts a wider range of bidders and a number of properties have been sold on that site, including one in Dennis Township.  Default by a bidder would result in loss of deposit, etc.  GovDeals probably does show their properties on Zillow.    
CITY CLERK JETT stated that in a traditional public auction, the winning bidder must bring at least 10% deposit in cash or bank check to the auction, with the balance due at closing.  In this case, the winning bidder is also responsible for paying the costs of the auction advertisements, the City’s legal fees up to $5,000, etc.  With an online auction, the winning bidder would have 72 hours to pay the 10% deposit, with the balance due at closing.  The traditional auction held last year for 110 Delaware Avenue did have a large number of people show up to bid; the bid process on GovDeals can be held over a one- or two-week period to give bidders plenty of time to explore their options. 
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COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that $200,000 would seem like a good place to start the bidding.  The traditional auction is probably more stressful and hectic for the City Clerk but it would probably attract more local people interested in purchasing a property in the City.  Are there any legal issues with selling the lots separately or at the same time or with GovDeals as opposed to a traditional auction?
SOLICITOR DONOHUE stated that there are no legal issues as long as the correct procedures are followed.  The Governing Body sets the policy which the City Clerk and other municipal officials then carry out.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that one lot (the westernmost lot) should be sold first, on GovDeals.com, with a minimum bid price of $300,000; later a determination can be made regarding the sale of the other lot.  The Planning Board should approve the subdivision and grant approvals for a duplex on each lot at their June 9 meeting.
CITY CLERK JETT stated that since a motion and second have already been made, we will now need a motion and second to amend the resolution and to adopt it as amended, with a new minimum bid amount of $300,000, the initial sale involving only the westernmost lot, higher deposit, etc., and with the following new title:
