The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1841 by its title, known as “Bond Ordinance Authorizing The Acquisition Of Real Property In The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey; Appropriating The Sum Of $500,000 Therefor; Authorizing The Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds Or Bond Anticipation Notes Of The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, In The Aggregate Principal Amount Of Up To $475,000; Making Certain Determinations And Covenants; And Authorizing Certain Related Actions In Connection With The Foregoing”.    

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that this ordinance will provide funding for the acquisition of the old George’s Sunoco property next to the Veteran’s Monument and also the old Triangle Restaurant property.  The Heston’s gas station property still has environmental issues at present so will not be acquired yet.  The City is working with the VFW for the establishment of a Gold Star Memorial, which would the first of its kind in the State of New Jersey.

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that a $400,000 grant for ADA access will be included in the work on these properties.
