ORDINANCE NO. 1841 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that Ordinance No. 1841 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1841 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Authorizing The Acquisition Of Real Property In The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey; Appropriating The Sum Of $500,000 Therefor; Authorizing The Issuance Of General Obligation Bonds Or Bond Anticipation Notes Of The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, In The Aggregate Principal Amount Of Up To $475,000; Making Certain Determinations And Covenants; And Authorizing Certain Related Actions In Connection With The Foregoing”.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1841 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City is already working with the Cape May County Open Space Board regarding the acquisition of two properties as part of a proposed Gateway Enhancement Project.  The planned Gold Star Memorial Park would be the only one of its kind in the State of New Jersey, and the last surviving recipient of a World War II Medal of Honor has expressed his desire to attend the Park’s dedication when it occurs.
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ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the City has received a $400,000 grant from the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs for ADA work on this Project.

COUNCIL:

MAYOR ROSENELLO thanked all City Departments for their hard work during the July 4 weekend, which seemed to be the busiest ever.
PUBLIC:  

MARIA MATTERA, 103 Seaview Court, stated that she has requested crosswalks at her corner.  The intersection is dangerous and signs are needed to protect the pedestrians.  Yellow lines are needed to help with the parking problems in the area, along with signs ‘no parking here to corner’ and catch basins to help with drainage.  There are lines painted in other areas, why no ours?  Why is someone parked in a handicap parking space ticketed but not towed?  
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MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that he has the same problem with the handicap space in front of his mother’s home; it is believed that the majority of people parking erroneously in those spaces are making an honest mistake and it would not be fair to have their vehicles towed.  The ticket for illegally parking in one of those spaces is a large $$ amount.

MARIA MATTERA asked if her other concerns would be addressed.

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE outlined the measures that he has taken and will continue to take to address Ms. Mattera’s concerns.

NELSON DICE, 1145 Central Avenue, Ocean City, stated that the assets of North Wildwood, Wildwood Crest and Ocean City are at risk due to his claims against those municipalities.  Religious liberties are being trampled on since Judge Belasco found him guilty of trespassing.  His prison garb will be worn to services until the Ocean City Methodist Church apologizes.  Judge Belasco, in the Wildwood Crest Court, denied as evidence the Methodist Church’s Book of Discipline, the Oct. 6, 2017 letter of the Attorney General and the fact that witnesses were ordered to not answer certain questions.  All eight trespassing charges and an arrest for stalking all involved unlawful arrests and North Wildwood is partly responsible.  The oath of office has not yet been taken by the prosecutor and therefore all of his actions are unlawful and constitute a charge of official misconduct which is a 2nd degree felony.  North Wildwood is a nice place but the Holy Spirit wants to do more here than just eat hotdogs and ride roller coasters.  In addition to the previously filed $100 million lawsuit against the municipalities, another lawsuit was filed today for $103 million.  Let’s do something good with all of that money, like build a protestant university.  The students would work and pay taxes and the dorms could be rented out.  Are we a nation of laws or not?  Why can I not attend the church of my choice?
