MONICA RIVERA, 409 E. 4th Avenue, stated that the violent behavior in the City has gotten out of hand.  On July 4 her nephew was assaulted and no arrests have been made.  16 days with no charges filed is too long.  Why is nothing happening?  The problem is violence and this must be taken seriously.  Are Mayor and Council going to address this problem?
MAYOR ROSENELLO asked Solicitor Donohue to address the procedure in cases of aggravated assault.

SOLICITOR DONOHUE stated that the family of the victim should get in touch with the Victims/Witnesses Advocate Office at 609-463-1163.  The Advocate Office will review the status of the case with the County Prosecutor.  The local Police Department can bring charges in cases up to simple assaults but more serious than that comes from the County Prosecutor.  This case is made more difficult due to the fact that all involved are minors.
JAMES LAI, 409 E. 4th Avenue, asked why the perpetrators were not arrested that same evening.

SOLICITOR DONOHUE explained the Attorney General’s procedures under which local Police Departments are required to operate.

HEATHER, Mother of the victim, stated that the assault was heard on the telephone.  The family has faith in the North Wildwood Police Department but wants to know what the City is doing to protect our youth.  Kids think they are invincible and that the Police will do nothing.
ALICIA FERRY, 414 E. 7th Avenue, stated that her family loves North Wildwood but her son no longer goes out due to fear.  We all have children that have been assaulted.  What are we doing to protect our children?  We need to keep the community safe.  Mayor and Council, please do something.

MAYOR ROSENELLO explained what the State government has done recently to destroy the quality of life in New Jersey.  North Wildwood has, during the summer months, 70 officers in uniform in our 1.25 square mile municipality.  That is a very high concentration of law enforcement, but with the State’s new laws the Police Department’s hands are tied when dealing with illegal behavior.  The citizens of the State simply voted to legalize recreational marijuana, but the State Legislature turned it into a law in which the Police cannot even approach an individual under the age of 21 when they are drinking or using illegal drugs.  If they do, then the Police Officers are now the criminals and can have charges filed against them for violating the offenders’ civil rights.  Previously, actions could be taken including confiscation, parental notification, etc.  Now someone can walk down the street with a beer in one hand and a joint in the other and the Police cannot even talk to him.  According to the State government, the local Police are now the criminals.  Kids know that they are immune from arrest or prosecution so they are getting bolder in their behavior.  The law is totally anti-law enforcement.  Police can no longer do their jobs so the violence and other unlawful behaviors are not surprising.  
HEATHER, Mother of the victim, asked if parents can be held accountable for the actions of their children.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Police cannot even ask for identification so there is no way of knowing who the parents are.

MONICA RIVERA stated that the she understands that problems that the City faces but what can be done to make our community safer?
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JAMES LAI stated that he knows who the children are that assaulted his grandson and he knows who their parents are too.  The problem is that parents don’t care anymore about what their own children are doing.  We are selling our house and leaving North Wildwood.

THERESA LAI, 409 E. 4th Avenue, stated that her grandson came home on July 4 covered in blood and went to the Emergency Room.  There are gangs of thugs roaming the streets and it happened last summer also.  They were on the Boardwalk on July 4 in another incident which was recorded.  We are selling our home here.  Do not want to come here anymore.

CLAUDE MCALLISTER, 708 Surf Avenue, stated that he watches the thugs go up and down Surf Avenue causing havoc.  The community is now run by adolescents.  He is losing faith in North Wildwood.  Please fix this problem.

CHIEF JOHN STEVENSON, North Wildwood Police Department, stated that he became Chief on June 30 and since then he reviews every day each incident with his command staff.  The officers in North Wildwood are sickened by the violence that has happened and are doing all that they can to alleviate the problem.  The hands of the Police are tied somewhat by the recent legislation, but the Department is actively trying to help the problem.  A captain and/or lieutenant are on duty all weekend.  Officers are being ordered in to work overtime.  Some are volunteering to do so.  Two officers have been injured during arrests recently.  We are doing our best and will do better.  Under the current law our officers cannot even approach someone who is acting illegally but we are trying to maintain control.  Officer are mocked and provoked every day.  Please call when you see illegal behavior.  Do not hesitate or think that you are giving us too much work.  Please call ASAP when you see a problem.

JAMES LAI stated that his family is pro-Police.

THERESA LAI stated that she thinks each day that her grandson could die.

HEATHER, Mother of the victim, stated that she has met with the Mayor and Police Chief.  We want to be part of the solution, not the problem.  We do not want to feel helpless.  We need community support. 
BETSY MELLON, 801 Ohio Avenue, stated that the City should be putting out information on social media regarding the responsibility that parents have regarding the behavior of their children.

DEB MOORE, 101 W. Spruce Avenue, stated that it is good to talk about our problems like this.  The City could have a town watch group that meets regularly.

CHIEF STEVENSON stated that the Crime Watch Group will continue.

NELSON DICE, 1145 Central Avenue, Ocean City, stated that he has been falsely accused, arrested and assaulted.  The prosecutor put him in jail and the judge found him guilty.  The Solicitor took his oath correctly but the prosecutor has not and is therefore guilty of criminal misconduct.  The Constitution has laws by which we must abide; that is why we got away from King George.  He was doing things worse than what is happening in North Wildwood.  The Holy Ghost says that better things can happen here. There are claims against North Wildwood, Wildwood Crest and Ocean City totaling more than $200 million; let’s do something good with that money.  Free counseling will be provided to those requiring it.     
ROB HAWKINSON, 514 W. Montgomery Avenue, Wildwood, stated that his son was assaulted at 26th Avenue and the incident was recorded.  We must get creative on how to deal with kids these days.  Society is deteriorating and the softness on crime does not work.  The Police Department is trying but the violence is getting out of hand.  We all need to work together to help.
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MAX MOJICA, 425 W. Pine Avenue, stated that four juveniles assaulted his children.  Parents must act now or something worse is going to happen.
MARIA, grandmother of six, stated that her family has come to North Wildwood for years and they love and appreciate the North Wildwood Police Department, but not sure if she would let her 11-year old grandson walk the dog by himself because of the older children acting like thugs.  Children should be able to go outside and play without fear.  The town watch idea is a good thing – we must be willing to make the community a safer place.

ADJOURNMENT:
