THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of North Wildwood, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, that:

1. All of the allegations of the preamble are repeated and are incorporated herein by this reference thereto as though the same were set forth at length.

2. The application for a Catering Permit submitted by 101 E. Walnut Avenue Business Ventures, LLC for the sale of alcoholic beverages on the parcel at 100 E. Walnut Avenue during the Irish Fall Festival, Sept. 24, 25 & 26, 2021, is hereby approved, subject to the following conditions:

a. The proposed site of the Catering Permit at 100 E. Walnut Avenue shall be fenced in and no person shall enter the property unless his or her identification has been checked and verified by qualified security personnel.

b. Sales shall not begin prior to 11:00 AM.

c. Sales shall cease by 9:00 PM.

d. The property shall be totally cleared of patrons by 9:30 PM.

e. Approval of this application for the Irish Fall Festival shall not be construed to insinuate or imply that approval would be granted for any other time or event during the year for this property.

f. The City Clerk shall forward copies of this Resolution to the Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control, the Police Chief, and the applicant.
