CAUCUS MEETING

SEPTEMBER 7, 2021
4:30 PM
Members Present: Present were President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo.  Mayor Patrick Rosenello and Councilmen Edwin Koehler and James Kane were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Ronald Simone, Solicitor Michael Donohue and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the City of Wildwood and the Borough of Wildwood Crest are considering an ordinance that would require Bayfront property owners to bring every bulkhead up to NAVD 88 datum by January 2030.  Stone Harbor has adopted a similar ordinance already, but they have established a deadline of the year 2050.  All bulkheads done by the City recently are NAVD 29; at least 90% of the City-owned bulkheads are not compliant with the new datum.  It would be difficult to force private property owners to comply when the City is not compliant.  It is possible to extend existing bulkheads to greater height with some sort of extension device, similar to the plexiglass on a hockey rink. The bulkheads are the real problem here; some flood waters do come up through the storm drains but if all bulkheads were compliant the flooding would be greatly reduced.  There are too many old and dilapidated bulkheads on the west side.  Wildwood and Wildwood Crest want to do this and are looking for uniformity throughout the island.      
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that it would be cost prohibitive to have the City try to fix all of the public bulkheads at once; this will take a number of years.  
SOLICITOR DONOHUE stated that the goal is to have the entire west side in compliance but raising the height of an existing bulkhead is something new.  They normally are built new when repairs or replacement are necessary.  New construction currently requires the 1988 standards.  

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the State is proposing higher standards with penalties for non-compliance, such as removal from the CRS program.  All agree that we need to mitigate the flooding problems; it is just a matter of how to do it.  Engineer Marc DeBlasio was supposed to be here to discuss and review.
CODY ______ from DeBalsio office arrived at 4:51 PM.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that 2030 would just be too soon for the majority of the property owners to completely replace bulkheads.  Prices right now are over $1,000 per foot.  What kind of extensions are there for existing bulkheads?

CODY ______ stated that new sheathing can be attached to the existing sheathing, but this is really only feasible for an extension of 6 inches to one foot; they can also come in 2x12 boards covered with PVC.  There are many different types.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that we would want a uniform type throughout the City.  

ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that the new standards are consistent with the BRIC application and the living shoreline project in sensitive areas where permanent structures like bulkheads are not appropriate.  The State is recommending dredging Ottens Canal.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP reminded all to attend the September 11 ceremony on Saturday morning.
PUBLIC:  

DENISE FOLEY, 465 E. 24th Avenue, read the following letter:
We would like to raise a concern regarding North Wildwood’s plans to create a 2-way driveway/street at 24th Avenue that is directly connected to the official disabled/handicap 
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Boardwalk ramp which provides disabled/handicap access to our Boardwalk and beach.

Our family is being forced by North Wildwood to use this very dangerous area for wheelchair access to our home.

North Wildwood claims that there is an access easement at this area, however, we have reached out to North Wildwood on multiple occasions requesting proof that an ‘access easement’ exists and to date North Wildwood has not been able to provide this information.

The following have also validated that they cannot locate any ‘access easement’ agreement or language:  2 title companies, several attorneys, several North Wildwood officials, Cape May County Clerk, thorough search.

The actions being taken have not been shared with our triplexes who own the land that North Wildwood and the Boardwalk businesses are attempting to take over – in fact North Wildwood officials have asked the utility companies to withhold this information from us.

Our triplexes own this property and are all opposed to opening this area to public traffic.

North Wildwood and the Boardwalk businesses are not only putting disabled/handicap persons at great risk of critical/fatal injury by their actions but will also put all NJ residents and visitors who travel to this area at the same risk – mothers with coaches, older people, little children who love to run up and down the ramp.

North Wildwood and Boardwalk business owners have plans currently in place to:

· Move the fire hydrant

· Move the electric guy wire

· Remove the steel safety fence directly at the stairs of the Boardwalk that currently protects people from vehicles

The Mayor has stated to the press many times that he is working to create access to our beaches and Boardwalk however this action, that he is directly involved in, conflicts with prior messages he has sent to the press regarding disabled/handicap access.

Current events:

· Our family members have been pinned up against our own fence by Boardwalk staff vehicles being within an inch of our backs

· We have walked out of our own property and have been met head on by oncoming vehicles

· These cars drive directly against our fence

· Boardwalk staff businesses:

· Urinate in the ‘access easement’ on a daily basis

· Rev their engines in the ‘access easement’ on a daily basis at 1 & 2 in the morning

· Gather/loiter in the ‘access easement’ daily especially at 1 & 2 in the morning
· Profanity is very vulgar and outrageous

· Park cars directly against our fence and blare music into our bedroom windows

· This area is an overall eyesore – trash all over and North Wildwood will not take any action

· The Boardwalk business is misusing, abusing and causing overburden

· They are actually profiting off of our property by charging their renters to park when there is no parking allowed

This is the only handicap access from 20th to 26th Ave…if a street/2-way opening is approved in this area these issues will impact all North Wildwood residents and visitors.

Impact to 24th Ave. triplexes & community:

· Disabled/Handicap – allowing this area to become a street/2-way driveway puts disabled/handicap persons at great risk of injury

· We have a 6’6”/230 lb. Family member, who had a lobectomy that is wheelchair bound and currently utilizes this area

· I am also currently on disability and risk permanent paralysis if I am further injured by the proposed actions and current structuring of this area (I was just hospitalized for several days)
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· Financial injury responsibility – east triplexes are financially responsible for any injuries that occur on our 10 ft. of property.

· The Boardwalk businesses are misusing, abusing and causing an overburden, which increases our triplexes’ risk of injury to others, including ourselves

· Boardwalk owners are utilizing the supposed ‘access easement’ to businesses and charging the businesses for the usage of the supposed ‘access easement’, which is illegal

· ‘access easements’ cannot be used for parking on either side, this area was meant to load and unload only and no other actions

·  ‘access easements’ cannot be used to run businesses

· Our 10 ft. and the Boardwalk’s 9 ft. of supposed ‘access easement’ must be unobstructed (no Boardwalk parking or businesses are permitted)

· Increased traffic – supposed ‘access easement’ alteration will increase 24th Ave. traffic from Dunkin Donuts and Hotel on 23rd Ave.
· Note: legally any alterations to an ‘access easement’ should allow us to terminate the supposed ‘access easement’ due to increased traffic flow, overburden, misuse and abuse

· Financial maintenance responsibility – east triplexes are financially responsible for the maintenance and repair of 10 ft. supposed ‘access easement’

· 23rd Ave. Supposed ‘access easement’ concrete is broken and severely damaged due to heavy Boardwalk vehicle traffic and large trucks, if approved, 24th Ave. will be subject to the same usage and damage

· Note that large delivery trucks do not currently utilize the 24th Ave. area at this time however, if approved, they will begin to utilize this area as will other 23rd and 24th delivery trucks

· Safety – this is an accident waiting to happen, our children, our grandchildren…

· Property value – the opening of this area will not only be a great safety issue but the overall current eyesore could decrease our property value

· Per North Wildwood code there should be a 5 ft. barrier with landscaping in this area and screening to block businesses from residences

· Also, per code, North Wildwood should have taken into account any adverse effect the approval of the supposed ‘access easement’/ subdivision would have on adjoining properties and they did not.
LANCE MILLER, 451 E. 24th Avenue, stated that he supports Ms. Foley’s statements. Who is going to pay for these improvements?  The taxpayers of North Wildwood should not, because they are not benefitting from this work.  The improvements should be paid for by the property owner.  Thank you to the City for putting in the bike racks on E. 24th Avenue.  Now please have DPW put up additional signage prohibiting the locking of bikes on the railings, fences, etc.  Sometimes it is impossible to get past the bikes.  The bike racks are there now so please enforce the rules.
ADMINISTRATOR SIMONE stated that he has met on-site with officials about signage and ways to mitigate the bicycle problem.

ADJOURNMENT:

On a motion by Tolomeo, seconded by Bishop, that there being no further business before Council, we do now adjourn.  Carried.  5:25 PM.
